Abu Hurairah reported: The Messenger of Allah (PBUH) said, 
"The first of man's deeds for which he will be called to 
account on the Day of Resurrection will be Salat. If it is 
found to be perfect, he will be safe and successful; but if it 
is incomplete, he will be unfortunate and a loser… (Tirmidhi) 

 

Abdullah Bin Mas'ood said: …And I have seen the time, where 
not one of us would stay behind from prayer in congregation 
except for a hypocrite whose hypocrisy is known. And one 
that could not come on his own would be carried between two 

men until he is stood in the row. (Muslim)
